5t. John's heating and cooling systems are beginning to show their age. Our steam boiler heater and cold
water chiller unit are each over 40 years old. The Property Committee engaged Neil Fisher & Associates, an
engineering firm, to survey our systems and to bring us their recommendation. They suggest that it is time to
replace them with an entirely new HVAC system. They anticipate that a new system will be more energy efficient
and will be easier to control to provide heat and cooling for our buildings. The Property and Finance Committees
along with the Church Council are hard at work on a proposal for the congregation.

A full proposal will be mailed to congregation members on October 9, following a Church Council meeting on
October 7. Save the dates of October 11 or 18 at 915 am and Saturday Octeber 17 at 7 pm for a Congregation
Forum on the present state of our heating and cooling systems and a proposal to replace them. A Special
